Tournament Format

This tournament will have at least two rounds.  A 3rd round may be added if time allows.
· 1st Round

· All competitors will form a line.

· The line will be sorted according to 1) rank then 2) weight.

· The round will begin with the lowest rank with the lightest weight.

· A winner remains up to 3 wins.  Then both winner and looser are dismissed.

·   In the event of a tie, both competitors are dismissed.
· 2nd (and following) Round
· All competitors will form a new line:

a. If there are many brown/black belt competitors:  the line will be sorted according to 1) color or brown/black belt, 2) total points from the previous rounds and 3) weight.

b. If there are not many brown/black belt competitors:  the line will be sorted according to 1) total points from the previous rounds, 2) rank and 3) weight

.

*Joint locks are allowed for matches which both competitors have 3-kyu or higher rank. 
**Chokes are allowed for all matches. 
Award

First, second and third places will be awarded. 

Places will be determined based on each competitor’s cumulative points for both rounds.

�To make each round move smooth and swift, I suggest not using golden score rule.  If both competitors have the same point, then the match is a tie (hikiwake).  Is it distasteful?
